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Completing my reading of HPBs Isis Unveiled, Vol. II, Cap. VIII, one last interesting tid-bit is found toward the end of the chapter, which has led me onto a bit of research:

 

The name of Israel has its derivation from Isaral or Asar, the Sun-God, who is known as Suryal, Surya, and Sur. Isra-el means "striving with God." The "sun rising upon Jacob-Israel," is the Sun-God Isaral, fecundating matter or earth, represented by the female-Jacob. As usual, the allegory has more than one hidden meaning in the Kabala. Esau, AEsaou, Asu, is also the sun. Like the "Lord," Esau fights with Jacob and prevails not. The God-Sun first strives against, and then rises on him in covenant. 
"And as he passed over Penuel, the sun rose upon him, and he (Jacob) halted upon his thigh" (Genesis xxxii. 31). Israel Jacob, opposed by his brother Esau, is Samael, and "the names of Samael are Azazel and Satan" (the opposer). 

 

Of course, the more well known Qabalistic rendering of the Israel is: Isis-Ra-El (Isis and Ra are God; an allusion to the Adon and Astoreth), which HPB also refers to in her writings.  But above, we find a more etymological origin of the term.  Asar then is the physical Sun (the male principal) as it fecundates the Earth; the ancients worshipped this Sun as the principal life-giver; co-regent with the Earth (the female principal, but secondary life-giver as it is dependent upon the Sun).  It is interesting also to examine the name 'Asar' as this name also appears in Liber AL:

 

AL I.49:  "Abrogate are all rituals, all ordeals, all words and signs.  Ra-Hoor-Khuit hath taken his seat in the East at the Equinox of the Gods; and let Asar be with Isa, who also are one.  But they are not of me.  Let Asar be the adorant, Isa the sufferer; Hoor in his secret name and splendour is the Lord initiating."

 

There are two main sources for ‘Isa, the Muslim Jesus. The Qur’an gives a history of his life, whilst the Hadith collections — recollections of Muhammad’s words and deeds — establish his place in the Muslim understanding of the future.
The Qur’an
‘Isa, was a prophet of Islam
Jesus’ true name, according to the Qur’an, was ‘Isa. His message was pure Islam, surrender to Allah. (Âl 'Imran 3:84) Like all the Muslim prophets before him, and like Muhammad after him, ‘Isa was a lawgiver, and Christians should submit to his law. (Âl 'Imran 3:50; Al-Ma’idah 5:48) ‘Isa’s original disciples were also true Muslims, for they said ‘We believe. Bear witness that we have surrendered. We are Muslims.’ (Al-Ma’idah 5:111)
‘The Books’
Like other messengers of Islam before him, ‘Isa received his revelation of Islam in the form of a book. (Al-An’am 6:90) ‘Isa’s book is called the Injil or ‘gospel’. (Al-Ma’idah 5:46) The Torah was Moses’ book, and the Zabur (Psalms) were David’s book. So Jews and Christians are ‘people of the Book’. The one religion revealed in these books was Islam. (Âl 'Imran 3:18)
As with previous prophets, ‘Isa’s revelation verified previous prophets’ revelations. (Âl 'Imran 3:49,84; Al-Ma’idah 5:46; As-Saff 61:6) Muhammad himself verified all previous revelations, including the revelation to ‘Isa (An-Nisa’ 4:47), and so Muslims must believe in the revelation which ‘Isa received. (Al-Baqarah 2:136) However, after ‘Isa the Injil was lost in its original form. Today the Qur’an is the only sure guide to ‘Isa’s teaching.
The biography of ‘Isa
According to the Qur’an, ‘Isa was the Messiah. He was supported by the ‘Holy Spirit’. (Al-Baqarah 2:87; Al-Ma’idah 5:110) He is also referred to as the ‘Word of Allah’. (An-Nisa’ 4:171)
‘Isa’s mother Mariam was the daughter of ‘Imran, (Âl 'Imran 3:34,35) — cf the Amram of Exodus 6:20 — and the sister of Aaron (and Moses). (Maryam 19:28) She was fostered by Zachariah (father of John the Baptist). (Âl 'Imran 3:36) While still a virgin (Al-An’am 6:12; Maryam 19:19-21) Mariam gave birth to ‘Isa alone in a desolate place under a date palm tree. (Maryam 19:22ff) (Not in Bethlehem).
‘Isa spoke whilst still a baby in his cradle. (Âl 'Imran 3:46; Al-Ma’idah 5:110; Maryam 19:30) He performed various other miracles, including breathing life into clay birds, healing the blind and lepers, and raising the dead. (Âl 'Imran 3:49; Al-Ma’idah 5:111) He also foretold the coming of Muhammad. (As-Saff 61:6)
‘Isa did not die on a cross
Christians and Jews have corrupted their scriptures. (Âl 'Imran 3:74-77, 113) Although Christians believe ‘Isa died on a cross, and Jews claim they killed him, in reality he was not killed or crucified, and those who said he was crucified lied (An-Nisa’ 4:157). ‘Isa did not die, but ascended to Allah. (An-Nisa’ 4:158) On the day of Resurrection ‘Isa himself will be a witness against Jews and Christians for believing in his death. (An-Nisa’ 4:159)
Christian beliefs
Christians are commanded not to believe that ‘Isa is the son of God: ‘It is far removed from his transcendent majesty that he should have a son’. (An-Nisa’ 4:171; Al-Furqan 25:2) ‘Isa was simply a created human being, and a slave of Allah. (An-Nisa’ 4:172; Âl 'Imran 3:59)
Christians are claimed by the Qur’an to believe in a family of gods — Father God, mother Mary and ‘Isa the son — but ‘Isa rejected this teaching. (Al-Ma’idah 5:116) The doctrine of the Trinity is disbelief and a painful doom awaits those who believe it. (Al-Ma’idah 5:73)
‘Isa (Jesus) in the Hadith
‘Isa the destroyer of Christianity
The prophet ‘Isa will have an important role in the end times, establishing Islam and making war until he destroys all religions save Islam. He shall kill the Evil One (Dajjal), an apocalyptic anti-Christ figure.
In one tradition of Muhammad we read that no further prophets will come to earth until ‘Isa returns as ‘a man of medium height, or reddish complexion, wearing two light garments, looking as if drops were falling down from his head although it will not be wet. He will fight for the cause of Islam. He will break the cross, kill pigs, and abolish the poll-tax. Allah will destroy all religions except Islam. He (‘Isa) will destroy the Evil One and will live on the earth for forty years and then he will die’. (Sunan Abu Dawud, 37:4310) The Sahih Muslim has a variant of this tradition: ‘The son of Mary ... will soon descend among you as a just judge. He will ... abolish the poll-tax, and the wealth will pour forth to such an extent that no one will accept charitable gifts.’ (Sahih Muslim 287)
What do these sayings mean? The cross is a symbol of Christianity. Breaking crosses means abolishing Christianity. Pigs are associated with Christians. Killing them is another way of speaking of the destruction of Christianity. Under Islamic law the poll-tax buys the protection of the lives and property of conquered ‘people of the Book’. (At-Taubah 9:29) The abolition of the poll-tax means jihad is restarted against Christians (and Jews) living under Islam, who should convert to Islam, or else be killed or enslaved. The abundance of wealth refers to booty flowing to the Muslims from this conquest. This is what the Muslim ‘Isa will do when he returns in the last days.
Muslim jurists confirm these interpretations: consider, for example, the ruling of Ahmad ibn Naqib al-Misri (d. 1368).
"The Muslim supersessionist current claims that the whole biblical history of Israel and Christianity is Islamic history, that all the Prophets, Kings of Israel and Judea, and Jesus were Muslims. That the People of the Book should dare to challenge this statement is intolerable arrogance for an Islamic theologian. Jews and Christians are thus deprived of their Holy Scriptures and of their salvific value."
— Bat Ye’or in Islam and Dhimmitude: where civilizations collide, p.370. 
 

So rather, if we connect the Isa of Liber AL phonetically with Esau, being as HPB asserts, "also the sun," then we get a validation of the teaching in Liber AL that says Asar and Isa are one.  And Isa is the sufferer as shown in the Jewish teaching (remember again, the Jews have the half; not the Muslims, and for that matter, not the Christians):

The real meaning of "Esau" is unknown, the usual explanation "densely haired" (= "wooded") being very improbable. "Usöos," in Philo of Byblos (Eusebius, "Præparatio Evangelica," i. 10, 7), has been identified with it, while Cheyne (Stade's "Zeitschrift," xvii. 189) associates it with "Usu" (Palai-Tyros). F. Bu.
Even before birth Esau and Jacob strove one against the other (Gen. xxv. 22), which led to the prediction that the "elder shall serve the younger" (ib. 23). The first, coming forth "red, all over like an hairy garment," was called "Esau." He grew up to be a "cunning hunter, a man of the field" (ib. 27). One day coming home from the field, Esau, hungry unto death, sells his birthright to Jacob for a mess of porridge, which event is turned to account to explain his name (ib. 30 et seq.). When forty years old Esau married Judith and Bashemath, the daughters of the Hittites Beeri and Elon (Gen. xxvi. 34, 35). The favorite of Isaac, he is called to receive the father's last blessing, but Rebekah treacherously substitutes Jacob for him (Gen. xxvii. 1-24). Discovering the fraud, Esau by much weeping induces the father to bless him also (Gen. xxvii. 38-40). Hating his brother Jacob, he vows to slay him as soon as the father shall have passed away. At his mother's advice Jacob takes refuge with Laban, his departure being explained to the father as an endeavor to prevent a repetition of marital alliance with the daughters of Heth, so great a source of grief in Esau's case (Gen. xxvii. 41-46). Esau thereupon takes a daughter of Ishmael to wife (Gen. xxviii. 9). After the return of Jacob the brothers make peace, but separate again, Esau passing on to Seir (Gen. xxxiii. 1-16, xxxvi. 6-8). No mention is made of his death.
The Rabbis emphasize the fact that Esau's "hairy" appearance marked him a sinner (Gen. R. lxv.) and his "red" ("edom") color indicated his bloodthirsty propensities ("dam" = "blood"; Gen. R. lxiii.); they make him out to have been a misshapen dwarf (Gen. R. lxv.; Cant. R. ii. 15; Agadat Bereshit xl.) and the type of a shameless robber, displaying his booty even on the holy "bimah" (Midr. Teh. to Ps. lxxx. 6); but his filial piety is nevertheless praised by them (Tan., Ḳedoshim, 15, where his tears are referred to; ib., Toledot, 24, where the fact that he married at forty, in imitation of his father, is mentioned approvingly).
Passing now to the consideration of the original charcterteristics and attributes of Osiris we find that the oldest religious texts known to us refer to him as the great god of the dead, and throughout them it is tacitly assumed that the reader will understand that he once possessed human form and lived upon earth, and that by means of some unusual power or powers he was able to bestow upon himself after the death a new life which he lived in a region over which he ruled as king, and into which he was believed to be willing to admit all such as had lived a good and correct life upon earth, and had been buried with the appropriate ceremonies under the protection of certain amulets, and with proper recital of certain "divine words" and words of power. The worship of Osiris is, however, very much older than these views, which is clear, could only belong to a people who had advanced to a comparatively high state of civilization and mental development.
On AUD & AUB, Crowley writes in Liber Aleph:

 

149 {Epsilon }{chi } DE LEONE.Of this, Lion, o my Son, be it said that this is theCourage of thy Manhood, leaping upon all Things, and seizingthem for their Prey. His letter is Teth, whose Implication isa Serpent, and the Number thereof Nine, whereof is Aub, the secret Fire of Obeah. Also Nine is of Yesod, uniting Changewith Stability. But in the "Book of Thoth" He is the Atu calledStrength, whose Number is ELEVEN which is Aud, the Light Odicof Magick. And therein is figured the Lion, even THE BEAST,and Our Lady BABALON with Her Hands upon His Mouth, that Shemay master Him. Here I would have thee to mark well how theseour Symbols are cognate, and flow forth the one into theother, because each Soul partaketh in proper Measure of theMystery of Holiness, and is kin with his Fellow. But now letme show how this Lion of Courage is more especially the Lightin thee, as Leo is the House of the Sun that is the Father ofLight. And it is thus: that thy Light, conscious of itself,is the Source and Instigator of thy Will, enforcing it tospring forth and conquer. Therefore also is his Nature strongwith hardihood and Lust of Battle, else shouldst thou fearthat which is unlike thee, and avoid it, so that thySeparateness should increase upon thee. For this Cause hethat is defective in Courage becometh a Black Brother, and to Dare is the Crown of all thy Virtue, the Root of the Tree ofMagick.
 

The number 11 is of the AUD, whereas the number 9 is of the AUB.  These numbers are connected together as Crowley demonstrates by stating the "Serpent" (Teth) is also the Lion whose number is 11 (Strength or the Lust Atu).  And we know that 9 as Yesod is connected to 11 as Da'ath.  Therefore we must disagree with Motta's assertion and find it curious that he doesn't support it in any manner; leaving it for those of the Grades of the Astral Triad to figure out for themselves.  This seems a quite spurious maneuver; representing more a deviation or inaccuracy on Motta's part.  And probably, more an incomplete thought that Motta was unable to work out in his philosophy.

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This comes from the very beginning of Liber 805 (my short article on the English Qabalah):
 

“Thou shalt obtain the order & value of the English Alphabet; thou shalt find new symbols to attribute them unto.”  AL II.55 

 

‘Thou’ can mean the universe itself known to us as Nuit (Not-I but Thou).  And because of this such verbal axioms as they creep into collective culture become significant.  These symbols come to us from the collective unconscious of English speaking peoples.  In particular, the American English as it is America that holds the Eagle of truth.  And the order that we will find for the letters even comes from the first chapter (Nuit) of the Book of the Law as “Thou shalt obtain the order” and “Thou” is Nuit.  Further, in the English Qabalah put forth in the present work, ‘Thou’ equals 55 and is the mystic number of 10, which represents the totality of experience as delineated by the 10 Sephiroth contained in the Tree-of-Life.

  

The only Qabalah that tradition has handed to us as whole and complete is the Hebrew Qabalah.  Yes, there are other Qabalah’s; the Greek and Enochian come to mind.  But none other than the Hebrew Qabalah has heretofore been so thoroughly explored and utilized.  And one of the first things that a beginning Qabalist is taught in the Western Mystery Tradition, is the meanings of the letters of the Hebrew alphabet.  There must also be symbols that are attributed to the letters of the English alphabet as alluded to in AL II.55.  Well, this has already manifested by virtue of the collective consciousness of English speaking people if we but take a moment to think about it.  These symbols have evolved in our culture over time and have become quite fixed in our consciousness.   

 

In HPB's commentary to Stanza 4, Verse 4 of her Secret Doctrine, she quotes P. Christian, "the learned author of Histoire de la Magie and L'Homme Rouge des Tuileries" with words that most clearly show the power of words, symbols and letters:

 

When our soul [mind] creates or evokes a thought, the representative sign of that thought is self-engraved upon the astral fluid, which is the receptacle and, so to say, the mirror of all the manifestations of being.
The sign expresses the thing; the thing is the [hidden or occult] virtue of the sign.
To pronounce a word is to evoke a thought, and make it present: the magnetic potency of human speech is the commence3ment of every manifestation in the Occult World.  To utter a Name is not only to define a Being [an Entity], but to place it under, and condemn it through the emission of the Word [Verbum] to the influence of one or more Occult potencies.  Things are, for every one of us, that which it [the Word] makes them while naming them. The Word [Verbum] or the speech of every man is, quite unconsciously to himself, a blessing or a curse; this is why our present ignorance about the properties and attributes of the idea, as well as about the attributes and properties of matter, is often fatal to us.
Yes, names [and words] are either beneficent or maleficent; they are in a certain sense, either venomous or health-giving, according to the hidden influences attached by Supreme Wisdom to their elements, that is to say, to the letters which compose them, and the numbers correlative to these letters.
 

And in the 'Eagle and the Temple' article I present the idea that it is America's destiny to become a world empire...in so long as America promotes human liberty.  That we are for the present, falling away from this is spelling our doom.  But I remain positive that we will yet recover ourselves.
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
